Entries should 
be received by June 15, 2009.
Entrants must own full copyright to pictures submitted, which they must be able to certify, if 
requested.  By submitting your entry or entries to this photo contest for consideration, all entrants 
hereby acknowledge and affirm that the Global Environment Facility will have the unlimited right to 
use or display entries submitted for this competition at any time and in any manner.  Uses may 
include, but are not limited to, print or electronic publication, promotional brochures, posters, or 
other corporate communications materials.  The Global Environment Facility also retain the right to 
distribute to third parties any photographs submitted for this contest, for the purposes(s) of promot-
ing the Global Environment Facility activities or for other purposes deemed to further the mission of 
the Global Environment Facility. Notwithstanding the above, entrants retain ownership of their 
photographs.  Photographs entered in this contest, however, will not be returned.

Procedure for Submission: For the purposes of judging, all images must be digitalized in high 
resolution (that would allow printing at least 8x10 inches at 300 dpi - .jpg/.tiff format) and must be 
submitted by email with an official entry form to Mr. Raul Rodriguez (rrodriguez@thegef.org). There 
is no limitation to the number of photographs submitted, but one entry form has to be submitted 
for each single photo.

Deadline for Submission: All entries must be received by June 15, 2009. Submissions received 
cannot be acknowledged. A letter notifying the winners will be sent out in July 2009.

Judging: There will be two stages of judging. A first screening will be conducted by communication 
officers of the Global Environment Facility to ensure that the pictures are aligned with the thematic 
areas. The second and final stage will be done by a panel consisting of GEF Council Members and 
Focal Points, along with GEF staff who will assess picture quality based on light, composition, and if 
applicable, color. The judges’ decision will be final.
